How can | help?

Continuing to engage with Numbots at home is a fantastic way to reinforce the learning that takes
place in the classroom.

Any opportunities to practise adding and take away skills with the children in a variety of contexts
will also be very beneficial. It is important to not worry too much about the recording of this but
focus on the practical application of your child’s skills.

Money is always a fabulous way of reinforcing skills as it is wonderful for the children to see it
used in a “real life” setting. Making your own “shop” at home together can also be useful when
using smaller amounts of money with them.




Expressive Arts and Design

We will explore paintings by Guiseppe Arcimboldo this
term as part of our Healthy Puppet DT project. The
children will be designing and making their own Healthy
Eating puppet.
